
TERMS AND CONDITIONS PHOTO CONTEST 2020 

Conditions and Personal Data  

1. The Photo Contest 2020 starts on 1 June 2020 at 00:01 and ends on 31 August at 23:59, 

Innsbruck time. 

2. The Photo Contest 2020 is open to all young people that are living, studying, working or 

travelling in the Alps.  

3. Participants may not be older than 30 at the indicated closing date.  

4. Participation is only possible by submitting the digital form available on www.alpconv.org and 

by attaching the photos to it.  

5. For the participation in the Photo Contest 2020, a minimum of personal information is required. 

To this end, fill in the form available on www.alpconv.org. These data will solely be used in the 

scope of the Photo Contest 2020 and will not be shared with third parties. In case one or more 

of your photos is selected for our 2021 Calendar, your photo credits will be mentioned.  

6. By submitting the photos, the participant states the authorship of the picture and agrees to 

indemnify the Permanent Secretariat of the Alpine Convention from any and all third party 

claims arising from the use of the photo (such as copyright claims for showing of works of art 

or for depicting people). If the photos show persons, the participant ensures that he/she received 

express authorization for the publication of the photo by the person(s) shown.  

7. By handing in the photos, the participant grants the Permanent Secretariat of the Alpine 

Convention the non-exclusive right – without limitation as to territory, time and scope and 

including cropping or other modifications – to use the photos for communication and public 

relations purposes (publications, public events, newsletter, social media, etc.); the name of the 

photographer will always be indicated.  

8. In case of travel, movement or any other restrictions still in place due to the Covid-19 pandemic, 

participants must commit to respecting and following the instructions of their national and local 

public health authorities in any activity that is related to their participation in the photo contest 

2020. 

Technical Details 

1. A maximum of 5 photos per person will be accepted.  

2. The photos do not have to be taken during the course of the competition but may also date from 

before. 

3. The photos must have been taken within the perimeter of the Alpine Convention. 

4. To ensure good quality, only pictures in landscape format with a minimum size of 8 megapixels 

will be accepted. 

Deadline and selection procedure 

1. Deadline for uploading and submission the online form and the photos: 31 August 2020 at 23:59, 

Innsbruck time. 

2. Members of the Permanent Secretariat of the Alpine Convention and their relatives are excluded 

from participation, so are members of the Swiss Delegation to the Alpine Convention, the core 

team from CIPRA Youth Council, the YOALIN´s project team, the jury members and their 

relatives.  

3. The 13 best photos will be selected by a jury, composed of selected members of: the Youth 

Parliament to the Alpine Convention (YPAC), CIPRA Youth Council (CYC) and the Youth 
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Alpine Interrail (YOALIN) according to the voting procedure developed by the Permanent 

Secretariat of the Alpine Convention. The decisions of the panel are final and not subject to any 

form of appeal.  

 

Prizes 

1. The authors of the 13 winning pictures are awarded with, among others, 4 copies of the Alpine 

Convention’s calendar 2021.  

2. The 3 best pictures are awarded with a prize money:  

Place 1: € 300  

Place 2: € 200  

Place 3: € 100  

 

The prize money will be awarded to 3 unique photographers.
